Massive environmental protection awareness and drug abstinence awareness project of 

TKMM College, Nangiarkulangara, Alappuzha 

The disasters of neglecting the environment have resulted in floods, severe droughts and water 

shortages all over the world.  Climate change is killing millions and destroying everything.  We 

must not ignore the warnings that life on earth will become impossible for our future 

generations.  Students can do projects and seminars as part of their curriculum.  It is not 

necessary for their survival.  When they become rich in protecting the country's environment, 

they become proud and cautious.  22 percent of the population are students.  

Through 194 high school higher secondary school students of 74 gram panchayats and 6 

municipalities of Alappuzha district, we are in an initiative to directly bring environmental 

awareness to at least 1/4 people of the district population.   

The students of Bhumita Club, Nature Club, Junior Red Cross, Student Police, Social Service 

Club, Anti-Drug Club, etc. of each school were made into core groups, and carry out 

environmental study survey, environmental awareness, drug abstinence campaign. 

Even our school students are in the grip of the drug mafia.  The reason for the increase in family 

breakdown, suicide, crimes, road accidents and women abuse in Kerala is drug consumption.  

Alcohol has become a scourge that destroys individual lives and families.  Top technical 

experts and artistic talents are mobilizing against the scourge of alcohol and drug addiction.  

Awareness drama is presented in schools and community in the district.athe drama is written 

by   Novelist and environmentalist Prof.  K. P.Mathew and directed by K.C Tulsidas, who has 

done advanced degrees and research in drama from JNU and School of Drama. Through 

alcohol abstinence awareness, our goal is to get around one lakh students of the district to take 

an abstinence pledge and sign the pledge.  

On the occasion of World Theater Olympics being held in India for the first time in the history 

of the World Theater Olympics, where plays from 200 countries are presented, the video of the 

play and supporting documents have been submitted to the authorities to implement the project. 

Permissions are already obtained from Alappuzha Zilla Panchayat President, District Collector, 

District Police Chiefs, Alappuzha District Deputy Director of Education, Higher Secondary 

Education.  

According to the Deputy Director of Education's order No. H 6/17732/2017 dated 10-08-2017, 

permission has been given to conduct the awareness play against the scourge of alcoholism and 

drug addiction in the schools of the district and to involve the schools of the district in 

environmental awareness projects. 

Outline of Project Implementation  



1. Project outline, guidelines, environmental study handbook, questionnaires, leaflets and drug 

abstinence posters are directly delivered to schools for environmental awareness.   

2. Madhava Environment Awards are given to the schools that are doing the best in 

environmental conservation and awareness for encouragement.   

1st prize: Rs.20000 cash award, plaque and certificate of appreciation.   

2nd Prize: Rs.15000 cash award, plaque and letter of appreciation.   

3rd prize:  Rs.10000 cash award, plaque and letter of appreciation.   

4th, 5th and 6th positions will receive a cash award of Rs 2000 each, a plaque and a letter of 

appreciation.   

3. Eminent professors shall conduct free classes in schools, on the following topics 

Mother, Teacher - Prism towards nature, our common future, Chemistry In daily life, Nature 

calls, Addiction is an evil, Plastic and environment and Green chemistry. 

4. The plastic waste is brought to the main centres of the Haripad municipality and collected 

from there and brought to the recycling centres to make the municipality plastic free. 

  5. Environmental meetings and study classes are conducted in the entire district.  

 6. By incorporating the facts obtained from the survey reports and other studies, a district-level 

report will be prepared and submitted to the central and state governments, which will be 

helpful for the district environmental impact study.   

7.The drug abstinence awareness play called "Maya Kuthirakal” is performed in schools and 

public venues in Cherthala, Alappuzha, Ambalapuzha, Haripad, Mavelikkara, Chengannur and 

Kayamkulam.  The play is performed in school auditoriums from 10 am to 3.30 pm and in 

public platforms at 4.30 pm.  MLAs, social and cultural leaders of the respective places 

participate in the said meetings.  

8. In other districts where the play is not performed, the DVD of the play will be screened using 

an LCD projector.   

9.Large multi coloured posters that exposes the dangers of drug consumption will be put on 

school notice boards. With the help of various club members of the schools, written students' 

abstinence pledge and opinions will be collected. It is aimed to involve more than one lakh 

students in the district in the drug abstinence pledge.  



 

As per the above request, several schools send in their proposals for Our Kerala Our 

Protection program, detailing reports of their efforts towards environmental protection and 

sustainability. Out of which, the first prize was given to T. D. High School, Alappuzha for their 

enthusiastic response and comprehensive report.

Signature Collection

Rajilan, JCI Counseling Trainer from Junior Chambers International (JCI), Karunagappally.

On August 8 2017, the Women’s Cell of the college conducted Pencil Drawing and 

Poster Designing competitions on the topic “Substance Abuse”. This was followed by Story 

Writing, Versification and Essay Writing competitions conducted by Health Club and 

Department of Malayalam on the same topic on September 14 2017. These competitions were
